Areas along Edgars Creek, like many other areas in Melbourne, are experiencing strong growth as former industrial land is
redeveloped and housing and population densities increase.

The Edgars Creek conservation and development plan seeks to establish a clear strategic direction for future integrated planning and
management of open space along Edgars Creek between Merri Creek and Edwardes Lake over the next ten to fifteen years. The
plan aims to protect and enhance the unique geology, cultural heritage and environmental values while achieving a sustainable
balance between conservation and public access and use of open space along Edgars Creek. A key outcome is to maintain the
secluded bushland character while continuing to improve local community access to open space and pride in the area.
